ON THE COMMISSION ON APPEALS AT FEDERAL ACCREDITATION SERVICE

According to article 10 of the Federal law "On accreditation in the national accreditation system" the Government of the Russian Federation orders:
1. To adopt the enclosed Regulations on the commission on appeals at Federal Accreditation Service.
2. This order comes into force from the date of coming into effect of the Federal law "On accreditation in the national accreditation system".

[bookmark: Par27]REGULATIONS
ON THE COMMISSION ON APPEALS AT FEDERAL ACCREDITATION SERVICE

1. These Regulations establish an order of formation of the commission on appeals at Federal Accreditation Service (hereinafter - the Commission), including requirements to the chairman of the Commission, the list of the federal executive authorities authorized on implementation of the state control (supervision) which representatives join structure of the Commission, a procedure of activity of the Commission, including consideration by the Commission of complaints to decisions, actions (inaction) of Federal Accreditation Service and its officials.
2. The basic principles of activity of the Commission are competence, independence, openness and impartiality.
3. The commission for achievement of the objectives of the activity carries out the following functions:
a) approves regulations of the Commission and amends it;
b) forms the working groups of the Commission and approves their structure;
c) considers the drafts of the conclusions of the Commission prepared by the working groups of the Commission and makes decisions thereon.
4. Representatives of the federal executive authorities authorized on implementation of the state control (supervision), officials of the Ministry of Economic Development of the Russian Federation, Federal Accreditation Service, members of public council on accreditation, accreditation experts, representatives of scientific and public organizations are a part of the Commission.
5. The federal executive authorities authorized on implementation of the state control (supervision) representatives of which are included into the structure of the Commission include:
a) Ministry of the Russian Federation for Civil Defence, Emergency Situations and the Rectification of the Consequences of Natural Disasters;
b) Federal Agency for Technical Regulation and Metrology;
c) Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Surveillance;
d) Federal Service for the Oversight of Transport;
e) Federal Service for the Oversight of Consumer Protection and Welfare;
e) Federal Service for Environmental, Technological and Nuclear Supervision;
g) Federal Service for Alcohol Market Regulation.
6. The commission is formed as a part of the chairman of the Commission, the vice-chairman of the Commission, the responsible secretary of the Commission and other members of the commission.
7. The structure of the Commission is approved by the order of Federal Accreditation Service for 1 year. No more than 25 members can be a part of the Commission.
8. The chairman of the Commission is the deputy minister of economic development of the Russian Federation included in structure of the Commission who according to distribution of duties provides implementation of functions on development of a state policy and standard legal regulation in the sphere of accreditation of legal entities and individual entrepreneurs in the national accreditation system. The Head of the Federal Accreditation Service appoints the responsible secretary of the Commission from  the officials of Federal Accreditation Service included in structure of the Commission, and  the vice-chairman of the Commission as well.
9. Members of the commission shall be independent of any influence which has or can have impact on the decisions made by the Commission.
In case the member of the commission made decisions in the course of providing the state service concerning which the complaint consideration of which is included in the agenda of a meeting of the Commission is made, he shall declare it prior to a meeting. In that case the corresponding member of the commission shall not take part in vote on the matter.
10. Meetings of the Commission shall be held at least 1 time per quarter. In case of lack of questions for consideration meetings of the Commission can be held less often.
11. Meetings of the Commission are held by the chairman of the Commission or in the absence of the chairman of the Commission by his deputy. The extraordinary meeting of the Commission can be called at the initiative of the chairman of the Commission or the Head of the Federal Accreditation Service or group consisting not less than of 3 members of the commission.
12. The meeting of the Commission is considered competent if more than a half of its members participates in it. The member of the commission in case of impossibility of presence at a meeting has the right beforehand to present the opinion on issues in writing.
13. Members of the commission participate in work of the Commission on a grant basis.
14. The responsible secretary of the Commission organizes meetings of the Commission, forms the agenda of a meeting, carries out preparation of materials and informs members of the commission on time and location of the next meeting.
15. The commission considers complaints to the decisions, actions (inaction) of Federal Accreditation Service and its officials connected with refusal in accreditation (including with refusal regarding the declared accreditation area, in expansion of area of accreditation), discontinuation or cancellation of accreditation, reduction of area of accreditation, directed by the legal entity or the individual entrepreneur applying for receiving accreditation or the accredited person on whom the specified decision is made or the specified action (inaction), as well as federal executive authority.
16. The decision on the complaint is made by the Commission within 2 months upon the date of registration of the complaint. Before making of the specified decision by the Commission the person who executed the complaint has the right to withdraw the complaint in whole or in part.
17. The commission considers the complaints sent to the Commission by a registered mail with the assurance of receipt or in electronic form through information and telecommunication networks of general access including the information and telecommunication Internet network, including by means of federal state information system "Uniform Portal of the State and Municipal Services (Functions)" or by means of federal state information system in the field of accreditation.
18. The complaint is considered by the working group of the Commission according to regulations of the Commission. Following the results of consideration the working group of the Commission prepares the draft of the conclusion of the Commission and submits it for consideration of the Commission.
19. Information on a place and time of consideration by the Commission of the draft of the conclusion is published on the official site of Federal Accreditation Service in the information and telecommunication Internet network not later than within 5 working days before its consideration.
20. The commission considers the draft of the conclusion and has the right to make the decision on satisfaction of the complaint (in whole or in part) or on refusal in satisfaction of the complaint.
21. Decisions of the Commission are made by a majority vote of the members of the commission who are present at a meeting taking into account the presented written opinion of the absent members of the commission (in the presenceif any). In case of equality of votes the chairman's voice at a meeting of the Commission is decisive.
22. The decisions made at meetings of the Commission are registered by the minutes signed by the chairman at a meeting of the Commission. Minutes of meetings of the Commission are dispatched to members of the commission.
23. The decision on refusal in satisfaction of the complaint is made in cases, if:
a) decisions, actions (inaction) of Federal Accreditation Service and its officials are recognized lawful and reasonable;
b) the subject of the complaint does not conform to requirements of point 15 of these Regulations or the complaint is made by the person not specified in point 15 of these Regulations;
c) decisions, actions (inaction) of Federal Accreditation Service and its officials are appealed in a judicial proceeding.
24. The conclusion of the Commission on results of consideration of the complaint shall be submitted to the Head of the Federal Accreditation Service, as well as to the person who executed the complaint.
25. Organizational and technical ensuring of activity of the Commission is carried out by Federal Accreditation Service.
